Hair sample for DNA-based kinship analysis of livestock: guidance information

	1. Find the end of the tail.
	2. Take a tuft of approx. 60 hair strands around 5 cm from the end of the tail.
	3. Wind the hair tuft around your index finger.
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	4. Pull the hair tuft and remove it from the tail. 
	5.  The tuft should resemble the illustration.

	6. The hair roots must also come away. If not, a new sample must be taken.
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	7. Bind the hair sample into a nice, even bundle held together with masking tape fastened approx. 1-2 cm from the ends of the hair roots. Label the sample with the farm registration and animal numbers. The long hair ends without hair roots can be cut and discarded.   
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	8. Place the sample in a paper envelope and send to:
